Worship is at the heart of what we do here at Sherwood. Our aim is to provide a range of 

opportunities to encourage everyone to come together to share in worship and praise. We 

understand that people worship in different ways and so we have a range of worship styles from 

traditional to contemporary, from vibrant family occasions to opportunities for quiet reflection. We 

welcome you to join us on any occasion.  

 

Morning Worship 

When? 10.30am every Sunday Morning 

This is our largest worship gathering of the week with a warm and lively atmosphere. All-age 

Worship services are planned monthly as is Holy Communion. During morning worship our younger 

members meet for play and learning in our Junior Church. Crèche facilities are always available. If 

you would like someone to pray with you our prayer ministry team are available to offer caring and 

sensitive support throughout morning worship. 

Tea and coffee is served in the foyer after morning worship and we warmly invite you to join us.  

Traditional Worship 

When? 9am on 2nd and 4th Sunday of the month. 

Worship with a traditional format, with preaching, prayer and hymns. Holy Communion is shared

year we celebrate worship in the Taize tradition with a mixture of chants, prayers and silence.

Access & Facilities   

Toilets are situated on the ground floor near the coffee bar and on the lower floor near the lower hall. 
Facilities for disabled people are in the ladies toilets on both levels.  
 
We use a loop system at all worship services. In order to use this please switch your hearing aid to the ‘T’ 
position. 
 
For most worship services we project hymn and song lyrics onto a large screen at the front of the church. 
Printed lyrics, including large print versions, are available from the stewards. 
 
The ground floor can be accessed by wheelchair from the Devon Drive entrance. The lower floor can be 
accessed from the entrance on Mansfield Road. There are stairs between floors. We have car park spaces for 
disabled access.  
 
Baby changing facilities are available in the ladies toilets on both the ground and lower floors. High chairs 
are available on request from the stewards.
